Item 1.01 Entry into a Material Definitive Agreement

On August 20, 2007, Veeco Instruments Inc. ( Veeco ) entered into a Credit Agreement with HSBC Bank USA, National Association, as
administrative agent ( HSBC ), and the lenders named therein (the New Credit Agreement ). The New Credit Agreement amends and restates, and
effectively replaces, the prior Credit Agreement, dated as of March 15, 2005, among Veeco, HSBC and the lenders named therein (the Prior

Credit Agreement ).

The New Credit Agreement provides for revolving credit borrowings of up to $100.0 million. The annual interest rate under the New Credit
Agreement is a floating rate equal to the prime rate of the agent bank. A LIBOR based interest rate option is also provided. Borrowings may be
used for general corporate purposes, including working capital requirements and acquisitions. The New Credit Agreement contains certain
restrictive covenants substantially similar to those of the Prior Credit Agreement. These include limitations with respect to the incurrence of
indebtedness, the payment of dividends, long-term leases, investments, mergers, acquisitions, consolidations and sales of assets. The Company
is required to satisfy certain financial tests under the New Credit Agreement substantially similar to those of the Prior Credit Agreement.
Substantially all of the assets of the Company and its material domestic subsidiaries, other than real estate, have been pledged to secure the
Company s obligations under the New Credit Agreement. The revolving credit facility under the New Credit Agreement expires on March 31,
2012.
